Demonstrate comprehension and conversation facilitating behaviors. 
Demonstrate comprehension and production of regulating behaviors (i.e., attention-getting 
techniques, turn-taking signals, and others) 
Comprehend short narratives and stories in ASL signed by various Deaf people (in-person 
and in videos). 
Demonstrate the ability to create, conduct and terminate a short content-specific 
conversation.
