Procedures for Course Articulation:

Cerritos College credit for the articulated course listed above may be received when all of the
following criteria are met:

1) Student earns at a grade of “B” or better in the high school course.

2) Student completes a minimum of ten hours of classroom observation practicum with K-8
students in a diverse contemporary classroom. The observation will be documented by their high
school teacher.

3) Students submit an electronic portfolio to the Teacher TRAC program for review by EDEL 100
faculty. Student must earn a grade of “C” or better on the portfolio.

This agreement will be reviewed annually and will remain in effect until cancelled by either party
giving 30 days written notice.
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
