General Course Description:

Cabinetry and Furniture Making: This course provides learning opportunities for students
interested in preparing for careers in cabinet construction, millwork, finish carpentry, and furniture
making for both production and custom products. Cabinetmaking is the second course in the two-
year pathway. You must have received a grade of “C” or higher in Introduction to Woodworking to

be enrolled in Cabinetmaking.

WMT 100: This introductory course introduces students to the essential machinery, processes,
and safety procedures necessary to obtain an entry-level job in the woodworking industry. Topics
include shop math, basic machinery use, lumber preparation, sheet material handling, joinery,

shop etiquette, and safety.

describe their characteristics and uses.

veneers.

o Utilize appropriate abrasives to prepare a project for a specific finish
Understand finishes and when to apply paint, stains, sealers, varnishes, and catalyzed
finishes, including water- and oil-based finishes.

Procedures for Course Articulation:
Cerritos College credit for the articulated course listed above may be received when the following
criteria are met:

1. The student has completed the articulated course listed above, Cabinetry and Furniture
Making with a grade of “B” or higher.

2. The student must take and pass the WMT 100 final exam (provided by Cerritos
College) with a score of 85% or higher.

3. The student must enroll at Cerritos College within two (2) years from the semester date in
which the course was completed.

4. The student will complete and submit the Cerritos College Petition for Credit by
Examination for Articulated High School Course form to the office of Educational
Partnerships and Programs.

5. No more than 15 units of credit by exam may accepted for credit by examination.

This Agreement will be reviewed annually and will remain in effect until cancelled by either party
giving 30 days written notice.
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
