Cerritos College Psi Beta Chapter has received national awards
in 2015, 2016, 2017, 2019, 2020

Voters approved the College’s $350 million General Obligation
Bond Measure G, providing funding for the continuing
renovation of the nearly 60-year-old campus in 2012

Cerritos College celebrated grand opening of new Facilities
and Purchasing Complex (Measure CC) in 2012

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The New Aquatics Center (Measure CC) opened in 2009

The Science Building (Measure CC) opens as the college’s first
completed bond project in 2006

Voters approved the College’s $210-million Measure CC bond
measure to modernize the campus in 2004

Student Health Services facility opened its doors in 1996

Cerritos.edu was activated in 1989 — Cerritos College was the
first California community college to connect to the Internet

The Cerritos College Foundation was established in 1979

Cerritos Junior College District changed to Cerritos Community
College District in 1971, with enrollment reaching 15,000
students

The Ralph F. Burnight Theatre, Student Center, Library and
Metal Trade Shops were built in the 1960s

First commencement ceremony was held in 1958 - thirteen
graduates received Associate in Arts degrees

Field House was the first campus building completed in 1958

The first issue of the school paper, Cerritos News (now known as
Talon Marks) was published in 1957

The College offered its first classes to 197 students in rented
classrooms at Excelsior High School on September 11, 1956

First Board of Trustees (1955) were Dale L.D. Donnell
(President), Arthur Kulzer (Secretary), R. Utterback, A.E. Sommer,
and Carl Tague

On September 17, 1955, a $6-million construction bond was
passed by a 4-1 vote to create Cerritos College

On June 10, 1955, residents voted to establish the Excelsior
Junior College District, which would later become Cerritos
College
