Citizenship Education for the Southern
Christian Leadership Program in the
civil rights movement, which sponsored
hundreds of grassroots citizenship
schools where sharecroppers, teachers,
janitors and others — mainly women
who felt marginalized and powerless
developed a sense of themselves as civic
agents of change. William Barber, the
leaderoftoday's"PoorPeople’'s Movement,”
says there would have been no movement
on a significant scale without these
citizenship schools. Dorothy Cotton's
practical approaches to education for
empowerment and nonviolence are
more relevant than ever in our time of
widespread discouragement and bitter
divisions.
