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Epistemology is the study of knowledge and traditionally 
philosophers have focused on  abstract concepts such 
as belief, knowing, justification, and truth. Recently there 
has been a social turn in epistemology, mainly driven my 
feminist philosophers who focus more on the reality that 
power and identity often shape knowledge and knowers.
