4. Reviewing: Timeline for Our Review of Nominations for Qutstanding Faculty Awards
a. As we discussed during our first two meetings for the 2023-2024 academic year, the
traditional timeline for the Professional Relations Committee’s review of the nominations
for the Outstanding Faculty Awards has been:
i. November: Nominations for Outstanding Faculty Awards close at end of month;
committee finalizes timeline for review of nominations
iv. December: Committee members begin their review of nominations
v. January: Committee members discuss nominations and rank finalists for awards
vi. February: Committee members cast final votes for award winners, including
one Most Outstanding Faculty, up to ten full-time Outstanding Faculty, and up to
ten part-time Outstanding Faculty; chair presents information on award winners to
president of the Faculty Senate
b. Would the committee like to make any changes to that timeline for our review of the
nominations for 2023-2024? Do we want, for example, to add the step of sending letters
to all faculty who were nominated for awards?
¢. How would the members of the Professional Relations Committee like to review the
nominations? By reading them in our ProfRelations@cerritos.edu email account on
Outlook? By receiving PDFs of the nominations?
