LOWER DIVISION MAJOR PREPARATION FOR SPECIFIC TRANSFER INSTITUTIONS

The B.S. in Nursing program (BSN) is for Registered Nurses or students nearing the completion of
their Associate Degree in Nursing Program (ADN) at a regionally accredited institution, who are
seeking a Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN). This is not a program to become a nurse. The BSN
program prepares registered nurses as generalists in professional nursing practice. Most BSN
courses are offered online.

Admission Requirements:

1. 60 or more transferable college semester units (70 semester units/ 105 quarter units maximum
accepted from community colleges and 96 semester units from a four-year institution)

2. Current RN Licensure in the United States or transcripts noting you/the student is near the end of
the program.

3. College GPA of at least 2.0; a 2.5 GPA is required for second baccalaureate applicants.

4. Completion of program prerequisites with a grade of C or better in each course.

e GE Certification from a California Community College prior to admission is recommended.
e Students may apply to the University in the third or fourth semester of their Associate Degree

Program.

This CSULA major has “major-specific admission requirements” which are focused on transfer
student preparation that predicts success in the major and promotes timely degree completion.

The criteria below reflect the current criteria as well as changes that will be used for the Fall 2024
admission cycle. The criteria listed will be reviewed annually for future admission cycles.

For Fall term admission, coursework must be completed no later than the prior Spring term. For
Spring term admission, coursework must be completed no later than the prior Summer term. Be
aware: Cal State LA currently only considers transfer students for Fall admission. Should additional
spaces be available, Spring term applications may be considered in the future.

Be Aware: Students can only apply once to the Cal State LA nursing program and must either be a
Cal State LA Pre-Nursing student or a new transfer applicant. Students admitted to a major other
than Nursing, will not be able to change their major to Nursing during their tenure at Cal State LA.

Nursing Basic: Criminal background check, health insurance, immunizations, medical clearance,
and malpractice insurance are required for clinical coursework.

RN students must:

1. Hold a current license or be eligible for a license to practice in California

2. Graduation from an Accredited Associate Degree program or evaluation of diploma program for
equivalency by an Accredited Associate Degree program

3. Have 56 to 70 transferable units including statistics and a 5-unit chemistry course (CHEM 140
preferred)

4. A minimum GPA of 2.75 in all community college courses required for the Associate Degree in
Nursing

5. Maintain malpractice and health insurance throughout clinical coursework and submit to a criminal
background check

6. Attend a group counseling session for RN students and complete the RN application form

7. Submit official transcripts of any previous college work to the School of Nursing

8. Fulfill the Graduation Writing Assessment Requirement (GWAR) either prior to admission or within
the first semester in the program.

Prerequisites: Satisfactory completion of an undergraduate statistics course suitable for general

education math credit and an inorganic, organic, and/or biochemistry course.

Prerequisite lab courses taken with an online laboratory during the COVID-19 pandemic will be
accepted.
