The Associate in Arts for Transfer (AAT), Social Justice Studies-Gender Studies is designed for all students
regardless of gender identification. It is a dynamic interdisciplinary field of study that examines diverse
human experiences and identities from a social, cultural, historical and economic perspective. Using an
intersectional, feminist, transnational, LGBTQ+ and social justice framework, the degree aims to help
students understand and dismantle not only sexism, but also racism, homophobia/heterosexism,
transphobia, and other forms of institutionalized oppression. Gender Studies graduates are well
positioned to hold positions in business, government, law, and the non-profit sector, where they are
actively working to create positive changes in society. More specifically, the program can lead to a
variety of careers including community organizer, social worker, lawyer, Equal Employment Opportunity
Officer, political lobbyist, political strategist, and many more. The AAT prepares students who wish to
transfer and pursue a baccalaureate degree in a field related to Social Justice, particularly at the
California State University campuses.

TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS:

1. Completion of 60 CSU-transferable semester units.

2. Achievement of a minimum GPA of at least 2.0 in all CSU-transferable coursework. (Some
majors may require a higher GPA. Students should consult with a counselor for more
information.)

3. Completion of the major with a grade of "C" or better in each course or a "P" if the course
was taken on a Pass/No Pass basis and the "P" is equal to a "C" or better.

4. Completion of the California General Education Transfer Curriculum (Cal-GETC).
