* PLAN A is designed primarily for those students interested in
preparing for a vocational career upon graduation. PLAN A may also
be used by university transfer students and for students in vocational
majors who may possibly wish to transfer in the future. However, some
courses listed in PLAN A are not transferable to the four-year
universities. Therefore, students following PLAN A should see a
counselor for guidance in selecting the general education plan that will
best suit their educational and career goals.

* A minimum of 60-degree applicable units must be completed with a
2.0 grade point average to qualify for the AA degree. The 60 units is
to include a minimum of 18 units of specific courses for a major,a
minimum of 18 units of identified general education courses and
requirements, any units taken to meet the proficiency requirements,
and electives asneeded.

* Students planning to transfer to a California State University (CSU) or
University of California (UC) campus need additional specific general
education units beyond the 18 units required for this plan. Depending
on the student’s transfer plans, the additional units should be selected
from either PLAN B (CSU General Education Certification) or PLAN C
(Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum). When
selecting their courses, students are advised to check that the courses
they select for PLAN A will count in the appropriate transfer general
education category for PLAN B or PLAN C.

* Associate in Arts (AA-T) and Associate in Science (AS-T) for Transfer
